The WMAC is

exploring the possibility of opening the road for emergency purposes. This is an ongoing

issue and both Steve Walker and Director Van Bueren are continuing to get answers.  This will

be continued to next meeting.  Director Van Bueren and Steve Walker will have further discussions with Mendocino County Counsel, as well as Cathy Perry from Mendocino County DOT.  

b) Topic #2  - Code Enforcement

Discussion: Discussion was about the method to enforce the Mendocino County codes, i.e. – illegal

dumping or lights that are to bright  and disturb neighbors. A copy of the county enforcement process

was given to WMAC members present. It was noted that there is a new county code enforcement officer to help if needed

c)     Topic #3 – Wave Power

Discussion: We had an update given by director Vidaver re the meeting held in Ft. Bragg. Following

are the actions WMAC agreed to:

     1. Director Van Bueren will put a web link on the WMAC website that will direct people to the website that will have information on Wave Power. The public should be encouraged to comment

directly to the agencies involved.

     2. WMAC will set up a November meeting (Nov.15). This should be a special purpose meeting

with a representative from the Ocean Protection Coalition and a representative from industry (PG&E)

to give the public a view from both side re Wave Energy. 

     3. Invite County Counsel to September WMAC meeting to review county position

on wave energy.

d) Topic 4: High speed internet update

Discussion: See report from Director Knapp. There was some concern from WMAC members

over type of internet service. There were some concerns over wireless internet service.

a) Topic #1 – Draft county EIR (environmental impact report).
Discussion: WMAC agreed that they needed time to review the EIR and make comments. The
