1) ROLL CALL

Roll call was conducted with directors Eyerly, Van Bueren, Knapp and Vidiver present. Director Fostiak, and alternate Grigg were absent.

2) APPROVAL OF MINUTES

4) Old Business – Discussion and possible action                             

a) Local Coastal Plan (LCP) definition of unit – Director Vidivar reviewed for the WMAC the

definition used by the LCP for a unit in various building venues. For example an inn may have10 units for zoning designation 1C or 20 units for 2C. Inns can have food service with no more than three chairs per unit. After a discussion about whether the board should pursue trying to help define the size of units, it was agreed that the board would wait until the LCP is updated and address our concerns at that time.

b) Pampas Grass – Director Griggs was not present so the board agreed to table that discussion until

she was present.

c) MLPA and Ocean Task Force Update – Director Vidivar gave an update. She told the WMAC that

a 32 member regional shareholder group has been selected. The shareholder group includes

10 appointees from Mendocino County. Eight external   arrays (combinations that define use)  

have been submitted four of which are virtually identical. They will be vetted by a science advisory committee. After that the arrays will be submitted to shareholder group. Shareholder group will present their own array by September. Information is available on Fish and Game website. A blue ribbon task force will visit Ft. Bragg on March 1,2.

Motion – A motion was made by Director Eyerly and seconded by Director Knapp that Director

Vidivar would draft a letter for presentation to blue ribbon task force on March 1-2 asking that

people would be allowed to continue to do shore based fishing and harvest in two specific

zones in Westport area. The latitude of those zones would be made a part of the letter. 

Discussion – after discussion in which it was agreed that Director Van Bueren could provide

The correct latitudes the motion was passed unanimously.

5) New Business – Discussion and possible actions

6) Other Business – Discussion only

There was a discussion about the slide on Highway south of Westport. It was decided that

Director Knapp would draft an invitation or call CalTrans to invite them to a meeting to

discuss what plans they have for repairs to the highway.
