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Summary Minutes— March 15, 2010

The WMAC Board of Directors convened for a meeting on March 15at 7:00 PM at the Westport Community Church in Westport with the following Directors Present: Chuck Eyerly, Bill Knapp, Sally Grigg, and Chairperson Van Bueren presiding.

1) ROLL CALL

Roll call was conducted with directors Eyerly, Van Bueren, Knapp and Grigg present. Director Vidaver

was absent.

2) APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Discussion: No discussion

Motion: Upon motion by Director Van Bueren, seconded by Director Eyerly, and carried unanimously; it is ordered that the Minutes of the February 22, 2009 meeting are hereby approved.

3) Public Expression

Rob Scott expressed concern that Highway 1 north of Chadbourne Gulch was a problem with possibility of Westport residents would be unable to get to Ft. Bragg if road was closed. It was noted that the WMAC was looking at the issue and trying to get in touch with CalTrans to discuss the issue. 

4) New Business – Discussion and possible action 

a) Caltrans plans for Highway 1 north of Chadbourne Gulch – Knapp

Director Knapp has written letter to Caltrans expressing concerns for the highway. He expressed the concern that residents of Westport could be unable to use Highway 1 to get to Ft. Bragg. That would a major problem for both emergency services such as getting to hospital and for normal issues like getting to work and grocery shopping. He is asking Caltrans to meet with WMAC or arrange a meeting with citizens of Westport to discuss what plans they have to repair the Highway. He noted that the WMAC would be able to serve as a conduit to arrange a public meeting. Director Knapp will continue to follow-up with Caltrans to arrange a meeting. 

5) New Business – Discussion and possible actions
a) MLPA update – Van Bueren

Director Van Bueren addressed the MLPA task force held in Ft. Bragg on March 8-9. He delivered a letter from the WMAC on behalf of citizens living in the WMAC sphere of influence. The message conveyed concerns that shore-based sport and subsistence fishing and intertidal resource collection not be further restricted by the MLPA process. The task force visited Westport and listened to inputs from interested citizens. The input included that of Native Americans who spoke of traditional use of the area. The inputs can be heard on the MLPA website. Director Van Bueren asked that the WMAC would like to receive all future public notices pertaining to the process. WMAC will continue to monitor the process.

b) Pampas Grass – Grigg

Director Grigg noted that no action had been taken to address the issue. She noted what a difficult job it would be to remove pampas grass and discussed possibility of forming a committee to address the problem.  No action was taken and the item will be removed from the agenda.

6) Other Business – Discussion only
a) Announcements/Correspondence – Director Fostiak has resigned from the WMAC board and there is currently a vacancy on the board. Alternate director Grigg has applied to the board of supervisors requesting to fill that vacancy.
